Guideline for Implementation
· CMSC 5720 and CMSC 5721 both are 3-units elective courses. If students take CMSC5720, they must also take CMSC5721 in order to have the credits counted towards graduation. 
· Students should choose topic from project list and contact relevant supervisor directly. Student and supervisor both should sign the confirmation form and return to Wendy for record.
· The assessment of the project includes student’s presentation and report.
· The presentation and report will be assessed by supervisor and internal marker.
· A soft version of the report (a single file in Adobe PDF format) MUST be submitted to VeriGuide for plagiarism checking (VeriGuide: https://academic.veriguide.org/academic/login_CUHK.jspx). The checking results/reports will be forwarded to the supervisor. 
· Students should send the project together with the signed Academic Honesty Declaration Statement (downloaded from the VeriGuide) and mark sheet to Wendy after submitting his/her project to the system.

· The project will NOT be marked without the submission of the Academic Honesty Declaration Statement. 30% of marks will be deducted for late submission.
· The report will be forwarded to supervisor and internal marker for marking.
· There is no class for the project course. Meetings will be arranged between students and supervisors.

Assessment Scheme

· Each student is required to submit a project and give a presentation (1/2 hour) at the end of each term.

· The project and presentation will be marked by supervisor and internal marker (60% from supervisor and 40% from internal marker).

· All presentation will be conducted two weeks after the end of each term.

· The internal marker will be assigned by the MSc Programme Management Committee.

Oral Presentation
Guidelines on Oral Presentation

· 20 minutes of presentation

· 10 minutes for Q & A
Rules on Oral Presentation

· Supervisor and internal marker will be the examiners. The entire presentation will be opened to students and faculty members of the Division.

· Students spend the first 20 minutes to present his/her work. No time extension will be entertained and student must stop upon the request of the examiners. The examiners will then ask questions related to the project. This question-and-answer session will be limited to 10 minutes.
· The examiners will give marks based on the following grading criteria at the oral presentation:

· Background

· Research methodology

· Results

· Discussion

· Conclusion

· The report MUST be submitted to the VeriGuide for plagiarism checking (VeriGuide: https://academic.veriguide.org/academic/login_CUHK.jspx). 
· An Academic Honesty Declaration Statement should be downloaded from the VeriGuide and completed by the student after submitting his/her report to the system.

Format Guide for the Written Report
The objective of this Guide is to provide a quick and general reference for students in preparing their written reports. The actual format, style and abbreviations should be decided by supervisors in accordance to the normal practice adopted by journals or other publications in the field.

Order of contents 

A written report should contain the following parts in the order shown: 

· Title page (Sample of title pages is given in Figure 1)

· Abstract (A short abstract should be included in the report. The length of the abstract should be ~200-500 words)
· Acknowledgement (if any)
· Table of contents paginated (Where applicable, a list of tables, figures, symbols or abbreviations may be included)

· Main body (The length of the report should normally not exceed 15,000 words) 
· Appendices, if any

· References (Format for References: http://www.cuhk.edu.hk/policy/academichonesty/Eng_htm_files_(2013-14)/p03_1.htm)

Format 
i) Paper size 
The report should be typewritten on international A4 size paper (210 mm x 297 mm). 

ii) Margins 
The margin should be at least 4 cm, and the margin at the outer edge, 2.5cm.

iii) Spacing 
Double or one-and-a-half line spacing should be used, except for quotations, footnotes, references and captions, which may be single-spaced. 

iv) Pagination 
All pages, except the title page, should be numbered.

Small Roman numerals (i, ii, iii, ...) are used for the preliminaries (e.g. abstract, acknowledgements, table of contents).

Arabic numbers (1, 2, 3, ...) are used for the text, appendices and bibliography. 

v) Loose material 
For easy identification all loose material which cannot be bound in the text (such as slides and tapes) should be marked with the student’s name and degree for which the work is submitted.
