Managing the Writing Process on Large Projects

The following model is adapted from The Core Method developed by Jimmie Killingsworth. The model is designed to increase the writer’s efficiency by offering multiple points for review and revision. This keeps the writer from straying to far from their purpose as well as the needs of their audience. 

The CORE Method (Composing organically for reader engagement)

Writing should begin before the research begins. 

1. Define the questions your research seeks to answer (the following questions are derived from the Mary Shaw article you read).

· What specific questions does your research seek to answer?

· Why are these questions important?

· Is there a connection between this question larger questions or issues?

· Who will be the audience for your research 

2. Write a core document

· One to two page limit

· Answers questions from step one 

3. Do the research project

4. Write second core document

5. Develop graphics

· Support main points with graphics

· Cover as much material as possible in graphic form

· Adapt graphics for use in an oral presentation

6. Give oral briefing

7. Write full draft

8. Edit 

9. Deliver
