Rules for Demo-1 and Demo-2
Demo-1
[1] Testing period: Nov 25 to Dec 2, 2013 (before 5:30pm)

[2] The venues of Demo-1 for all sessions will be held at their respective teaching laboratories. Each teaching lab should have arranged a common table for Demo-1 testing, where the demos will be video-recorded.
[3] Each group can have at most 3 trials over the testing period (shown above), however, there should not be more than one trial per day. Each trial allows 3 attempts (each attempt < 3 minutes) in a row. Each attempt means a group can repeatedly show to the tutor (TA) the robot car can complete at least one successful Demo-1 within a time limit of 3 minutes. If a test fails in the middle of the attempt, the robot car has to be re-started from the START position again.
[4] Each group can get the original score (10% maximum of the course grade), if the demo test is done in the first trial. If the second trial is needed, the score earned will be reduced by 10%. If the third trial is needed, the score earned will be reduced by 20%.  
[5] Only the score in the latest attempt will be counted. All previously recorded scores in all previous attempts will be ignored once a new attempt is made.

[6] Each group can perform Demo1 and get assessed by a TA on 25 Nov. 25, 2013 within the normal lab sessions. After that day, the group should arrange the time with a TA to have the demo testing in the teaching lab within the testing period (see above).

[7] Marking Scheme: (10% maximum)  
The following tasks have to be performed in the order of (i) to (iv). The corresponding score is earned once that particular task is completed successfully. If the robot car fails to complete one of the tasks, the group can choose to earn the accumulated score up the previous completed task only and stop the demo test OR need to re-start from task (i) (i.e. start the robot car from START position) with the accumulated score cleared (repeatable within the time limit of 3 minutes). The highest accumulated score obtained in each attempt (within 3 minutes) will be counted.

Demo-2

[1] Testing date: Dec 3, 2013
[2] The venues of Demo-2 for all sessions will be held at their respective teaching laboratories. Each teaching lab should have arranged a common table for Demo-2 testing, where the demos will be video-recorded.

[3] Each session will provide a time table for students to sign up for demo testing.
[4] Each group is also allowed to use either 2 CANs (one at INP1 and one at INP2) or just only one CAN. If only ONE is used, after the robot car successfully moves the CAN from INP1 to DST1, the student can pick up the CAN and place it at INP2, so that the robot can continue to pick up the CAN at INP2 and deliver it to DST2. 
[5] Each group can have only one SINGLE attempt on the testing date. Single attempt means a group can repeatedly show to the TA that the robot car can complete at least one successful Demo-2 within a time limit of 3 minutes. If a test fails in the middle of the attempt, the robot car has to be restarted from the START position again.
[6] The time needed for the robot car to accomplish a successful Demo-2 will be recorded.

[7] Marking Scheme: (15% maximum) 
The following tasks have to be performed in the order of (i) to (viii). The corresponding score is earned once that particular task is completed successfully. If the robot car fails to complete one of the tasks, the group can choose to earn the accumulated score up the previous completed task only and stop the demo test OR need to re-start from task (i) (i.e. start the robot car from START position) with the accumulated score cleared (repeatable within the time limit of 3 minutes). The highest accumulated score obtained within the time limit of 3 minutes will be counted.
